Every
arrondissement has its share of lovebirds meeting for a first date or a Valentine’s Day kiss, and
the city is alive with sparks flying between paramours. What could be more romantic than
strolling along the banks of the Seine hand in hand with your sweetheart? Paris is a city where

everything is possible, and passions come to the fore.

ROMANTIC PLACES FOR A WALK

The most inspiring views of Paris

The best viewpoints are for sharing with your loved one. The most famous is the one from the
square in front of the Sacré-Ceoeur basilica, at the top of Montmartre hill. In eastern Paris, the
hill at Belleville also offers a spectacular view. From the 56th floor of the Tour Montparnasse,
the Ciel de Paris restaurant high above the capital offers amazing moments. Only the Eiffel
Tower is higher - so high, in fact, that you’ll sometimes literally have your head in the clouds.
Great views are also guaranteed as you travel up the glass-walled escalators at the Pompidou
Centre. At the top, you can carry on enjoying the vista and watch the sun setting over the city
as you sip a drink at Chez Georges, the restaurant on the top floor of the modern art museum.
Note to the intrepid: the tethered hot air balloon at the Parc André Citroén takes you up into
the sky to hover over the park from a height of 150 metres. The Terrass Hotel rooftop affords
another viewpoint over the city from this part of Montmartre. The narrow streets winding from
Place du Tertre offer spectacular views of Paris, and the little-known Butte Bergeyre in the
19th arrondissement stands right opposite the Sacré Ceoeur. Strolling through the Parc des
Buttes Chaumont feels like walking on the city’s rooftops, as if on a tightrope. La Défense is an
area with less warmth, but a fabulous view of the Arc de Triomphe in the distance. You can also
see this futuristic district from the Fondation Vuitton terraces, along with the green hills

around the outskirts of Paris.

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Legendary bridges and footbridges for sharing a lingering kiss

Bridges can also be very romantic! Maybe because the arch symbolises an alliance, or because
water will carry away even the craziest promises... Tradition dictates that those in love should
kiss while making a wish on the Pont Marie, nicknamed the Lovers’ Bridge. Even if you’re not in

love, you still have 37 bridges and 49 pedestrian footbridges across the Seine to choose from!

The Bichat pedestrian footbridge (10th) is a great place to stand hand in hand and watch the
barges perform their ballet while the locks fill on the Canal Saint-Martin. The Pont au Double
(4th) that links the square in front of Notre Dame to Quai de Montebello is ideal for losing
yourself in contemplation of the Seine riverbanks. The Rue de Crimée lift bridge (19th) affords
a lovely view over the Bassin de la Villette Ourcq Canal. Crossing the Arsenal Marina on the
Mornay footbridge (7th and 12th) with your loved one, you may even be tempted to cast off
and sail away together... The BZ/12 footbridge (12th) on the Coulée Verte spans the garden

known as Jardin de Reuilly: the perfect spot to stretch out for a siesta on warm days.
Secret Paris streets

People around the world are familiar with the usual pictures and clichéd images of romance in
Paris, but lovebirds in search of tranquillity will find plenty of romantic spots off the beaten
track. Rue des Thermopyles, a cobblestone street, is an oasis of calm and greenery in the 14th
arrondissement, offering a glimpse of a bucolic side to Paris, like the Cité Florale in the 13th,
where even the street names - Orchidées, Volubilis, Mimosas, Glycines, Iris, Liserons - evoke the
fragrance of flowers. Rue Crémieux, a stone’s throw from the Gare de Lyon, provides a
colourful excursion for people with a taste for the unusual. And then there’s the Square de

Montsouris, formerly inhabited by several artists, with its houses draped in wisteria and ivy.
Let love soar to greater heights

The Montmarte hill is undoubtedly the number one high point lovers head for. The ‘I love you’
wall is inscribed with nearly one thousand declarations of love in more than 300 languages. In
the daytime, couples can have their portrait painted by the artists in Place du Tertre, or their
initials embroidered on an offcut at the Marché Saint-Pierre. Every year, during the harvest
festival, couples can publicly pledge their commitment during the annual ‘Non-Marriage
Proposals’ ceremony conducted by the Mayor. There are other high points, too, for couples
looking to take their love to another level: Belleville (128.5 m), the Buttes-Chaumont (103 m),

the Butte de Ménilmontant (108 m), the Butte Bergeyre (100 m), Passy (71 m) or the Butte aux
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Cailles (63 m).

Draw up a lovey-dovey itinerary

For an offbeat and romantic itinerary, pick up a map of the city and follow ‘inspiring’ street
names. You could start at the Passage du Désir, in the 10th arrondissement, and then on to
Rue de la Fidélité, only a short distance away, leading to ... Rue de Paradis! Or you could walk
down Rue de la Gaieté (14th) and Rue de la Félicité (17th). Newlyweds could explore Rue
Monsieur (7th) and go on to Rue Mademoiselle (15th) before joining Rue Madame (6th), and
perhaps continue on to the nearby Rue Princesse. To put an end to a lovers’ quarrel, what
could be better than a peaceful stroll along Rue de la Paix? In love, the language of flowers is
particularly eloquent, and some secret corners of Paris are evocatively named. Take a walk
along the Quai aux Fleurs (4th), Rue des Rosiers (4th), then Rue des Camélias (14th), before
losing yourself in the utterly charming Cité des Fleurs (17th). Optional streets: Rue des
Glycines, Rue des Iris and Rue des Orchidées (13th), Rue des Primeveres (11th) and Boulevard

des Capucines (9th).
Explore the covered shopping arcades

With their high glass roofs, eclectic boutiques and old-fashioned charm, the covered arcades of
Paris are full of timeless charm. They are perfect for a romantic stroll away from the noise of
the city, especially on rainy days. The most opulent ones are Galerie Vivienne and Galerie
Colbert, with their neo-classical decor. Jean Paul Gaultier was one of the first people to open a
shop in Galerie Vivienne. The Passage des Panoramas has been nicknamed ‘the passage of the
palate’ because it has plenty of places to eat: there’s a bistro, a Michelin-starred restaurant, a
tea room and a wine bar. Passage Jouffroy and Passage Verdeau will delight those in search of
collector’s items and great little secret places. At the far end of Passage Jouffroy, the charming
Hotel Chopin with its old-fashioned decor offers a superb view of Paris - the ideal hideaway for
a romantic weekend. The Passage du Grand Cerf and the Galerie Véro-Dodat are magnets for
design fans. The Passage Choiseul is a popular spot to linger, and the Passage Brady with its

numerous Indian restaurants transports you to the subcontinent.

In the
Nouvelle Athénes district, the Musée de la Vie Romantique houses a collection of souvenirs and
objects relating to the writer George Sand and the painter Ary Scheffer. Other romantic icons:
the Lady and the Unicorn tapestry at the Musée de Cluny and the painting of Romeo and Juliet

at the Musée Delacroix.

Drinks by the waterside

Dedicated landlubbers can still enjoy a drink with great river views in the heart of the capital.
The Uber-stylish OFF Paris Seine is a floating hotel/bar on the Seine that even offers the luxury
of a lap pool, for the days when you want to cool off. Aux Maquereaux is a seafood bar that
opens for the summer (July to October), serving cocktails along with its views over the ile Saint-
Louis - an especial treat if you time your visit to catch the sunset. A lime green barge called
Petit Bain moored just below the French National Library (BnF, Bibliothéque Nationale de
France,) houses a floating cultural centre, where you can enjoy electro music in the concert
hall and an open-air bar. Another very popular summer hotspot is Playtime, a barge between
the Jardin des Plantes and the National Library combining a bar, restaurant and swimming pool
with the slogan ‘Sunshine at noon, lanterns at midnight’. As for other waterside drinking spots -
watch this space, because most of the outdoor summer venues will only appear once the

warmer weather is on its way!

Restaurants with a view and hotel rooftops

In Paris, there is no shortage of restaurants with a view. The Eiffel Tower is obviously one of the
top ones. At a height of 125 metres, the refined menu at the Jules Verne created by Alain
Ducasse provides a gastronomic overview of the city. The Tour d’Argent, overlooking the Seine
and Notre-Dame Cathedral, needs no introduction. Designed by Philippe Starck, the bar of the
Kong on the 5th floor of a Haussmannian building offers a superb view of the Pont Neuf and the
Seine. Wonderful vistas of Paris can also be had from the terrace of the Maison Blanche, the
roof of the Hotel Raphaél, the rooftop restaurant Les Ombres at the Musée du Quai Branly, the
Georges at the Centre Georges Pompidou, the Zyriad by Noura on the 9th floor of the Institut du
Monde Arabe, and the Benkay, a gem of Japanese cooking, on the 4th floor of the Hotel Novotel
Paris Tour Eiffel. Over towards Oberkampf, the roof terrace Le Perchoir, on the 7th floor, has a
restaurant tucked away on the 6th floor, while Ciel de Paris on the 56th floor of the Tour
Montparnasse lords it over the city. The Bar La Vue at Porte Maillot offers a vista comparable to

the view from a New York rooftop, as does the bar at the Hotel Melia in La Défense.
